Happy (non-metaphorical) Easter, 

 

One of my favorite Easter verses is from John Updike’s poem, “7 
Stanzas for Easter.” It reads, 

 

Let us not mock God with metaphor, 

Analogy, sidestepping, transcendence, 

Making of the event a parable, a sign painted in the faded 

Credulity of earlier ages: 

Let us walk through the door. 

 

And, in Mere Christianity, C.S. Lewis wrote, “You must take your 
choice. Either this was, and is, the Son of God, or else a madman or 
something worse. You can shut him up for a fool or you can fall at his 
feet and call him Lord and God. But let us not come with any 
patronizing nonsense about his being a great human teacher. He has 
not left that open to us." 

 

I have always respected that Easter is the only Christian holiday that 
forces us to make a choice.  Everyone can agree on Christmas, Palm 
Sunday and even Good Friday, but when it comes to Easter, a decision 
must be made.  Christ went to the grave, everyone agrees on that. It’s 
what happened next that determines whether you have Easter! 

 

If Jesus lived again, then there is a power beyond words loose in the 
world working for the purposes of God. If Jesus walked out of the tomb 
and through the locked doors behind which the disciples hid, then 
grace is stalking us and all of the ways we hide from God cannot keep 
him from us either.  If Jesus left death behind, then we are invited to 
leave sin behind.  It happened or it didn’t.  There’s no middle ground,  
no alternative explanations, no confusing doctrines… Jesus died: and           
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then he either stayed dead or he didn’t.  One of those things is true 
and the one you believe makes all the difference in the world. 

 

“Let us walk through the door.”  I have said it many times, the stone 
was not rolled from the tomb to let Jesus out; he didn’t need the 
help.  The open tomb is for us to see in.  To witness again that the 
place of death is empty and that what our ancestors called the great 
mystery of our faith is literally true… “Christ has died, Christ is risen, 
Christ will come again.  Everyone agrees on “has,” it’s “is” and “will” 
that makes Easter, and makes you an Easter Christian! (Which is the 
only kind of Christian to be.) 

 

Have a beautiful, joyful, and non-metaphorical Easter… and don’t think 
the celebration ends when Sunday is over.  We make our Easter   
choices every day.

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“But the angel said to the women, "Do not be afraid, for I know that 

you seek Jesus who was crucified.”                           Matthew 28:5 

 

If we are honest, our lives are surrounded by a culture of fear.  Our 

media is saturated with terrors of all kinds; wars, epidemics, and 

gruesome crimes. Combine these with the common anxieties of our 

lives; staying financially healthy, our children’s school, family, and 

vocations, and yet alone your own health and well being, and you 

haven’t even scratched the surface of the ever expanding menu of 

fears available to each and everyone of us. 

 

As we celebrate Easter this year, we might be tempted to think of the 

story backwards.  From our perspective, Easter is unreservedly good 

news and the empty tomb is nothing but victory because Jesus 

conquered death!  But from the perspective of the early disciples that 

arrived at the empty tomb on Easter morning, that empty tomb was 

much more for foreboding.  Surely their minds buzzed with every 

possible explanation for how that stone could have been rolled away.  

Could have the Jewish leaders convinced the Romans to secretly carry 

off the body? Or could have an angry mob came to remove the 

convicted criminal from his place of peace? 

 

So when the women arrived at the tomb, their first experience of 

Easter, it is fitting that the first words they hear are “do not be afraid.”  

The messenger from God assures them that Jesus had been raised 

from the dead and that they would see him again soon. Yet despite  
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greeting them with the command to not fear, the text says that the 

women left the tomb quickly with “fear and great joy.” 

 

This Easter let me encourage you to consider, what does the power of 

the resurrected Christ enable you to not fear?  Have you been afraid 

for your health?  This Eastertide, pray for the peace that comes from 

knowing the master physician.  Are you afraid for your children? This 

Eastertide, pray for the firm knowledge that God will not leave them 

nor forsake them.  Are you afraid for our world?  Take courage in the 

fact that the God who has conquered death has promised to not leave 

a single stone unturned until evil has been uprooted from our midst. 

 

Although the things that bring us fear are innumerable, the command 

to “do not fear” is singular.  By raising Jesus from the dead, God has 

demonstrated that there is no power, no force, or natural order that 

can keep God from his beloved. The disciples eventually came to see 

and hear this truth and it radically changed their lives, sending them 

out throughout the entire world begging to share the good news with 

others.  I pray that each of us will receive this truth afresh  

and go forth confidently knowing that in the shadow of the empty 

tomb there is nothing to fear.
